The Fifth Estate video clip activities (continued)

WikiLeaks /ˈwɪkiliːks/ is an international non-profit journalistic organisation that publishes secret information, news leaks, and classified media from anonymous sources. Its website, initiated in 2006 in Iceland by the organisation Sunshine Press, claimed a database of more than 1.2 million documents within a year of its launch. Julian Assange, an Australian Internet activist, is generally described as its founder, editor-in-chief, and director. 
The group has released a number of significant documents that have become front-page news items. Early releases included documentation of equipment expenditures and holdings in the Afghanistan war and a report informing a corruption investigation in Kenya. In April 2010, WikiLeaks published gunsight footage from the 12 July 2007 Baghdad airstrike in which Iraqi journalists were among those killed by an AH-64 Apache helicopter, known as the Collateral Murder video. In July of the same year, WikiLeaks released Afghan War Diary, a compilation of more than 76,900 documents about the War in Afghanistan not previously available to the public.

Julian Paul Assange ( born 3 July 1971) is an Australian computer programmer, publisher and journalist. He is editor-in-chief of the organisation WikiLeaks, which he founded in 2006.
Since November 2010, Assange has been subject to extradition to Sweden, where he is wanted for questioning concerning an allegation of rape. Assange denies the allegation and has expressed concern that he will be extradited from Sweden to the United States due to his perceived role in publishing secret American documents. 
After exhausting his legal options in the United Kingdom, Assange failed to surrender for extradition. Instead, he sought and was granted asylum by Ecuador in August 2012. Assange has since remained in the Embassy of Ecuador in London, and he is unable to leave without being arrested for breaching his bail conditions. The United Nations' Working Group on Arbitrary Detention found, by a majority, that he has been "arbitrarily detained" and that his detention should be brought to an end; UK Foreign Secretary Philip Hammond said the claim was "ridiculous" and that the group was "made up of lay people", and called Assange a fugitive from justice.

Edward Joseph Snowden (born June 21, 1983) is an American computer professional, former Central Intelligence Agency (CIA) employee and former contractor for the United States government who copied and leaked classified information from the National Security Agency (NSA) in 2013 without prior authorization. His disclosures revealed numerous global surveillance programs, many run by the NSA and the Five Eyes Intelligence Alliance with the cooperation of telecommunication companies and European governments.
On June 21, 2013, the U.S. Department of Justice unsealed charges against Snowden of two counts of violating the Espionage Act of 1917 and theft of government property. On June 23, he flew to Moscow, Russia, where he remained for over a month. Russian authorities granted him one-year asylum, which was later extended to three years. As of 2016, he was still living in an undisclosed location in Russia while seeking asylum elsewhere.
A subject of controversy, Snowden has been variously called a hero, a whistleblower, a dissident, a patriot and a traitor. His disclosures have fuelled debates over mass surveillance, government secrecy and the balance between national security and information privacy.

Chelsea Elizabeth Manning(born Bradley Edward Manning, December 17, 1987) is a United States Army soldier who was convicted by court-martial in July 2013 of violations of the Espionage Act and other offenses, after disclosing to WikiLeaks nearly three-quarters of a million classified or unclassified but sensitive military and diplomatic documents. Manning was sentenced in August 2013 to 35 years imprisonment, with the possibility of parole in the eighth year, and to be dishonourably discharged from the Army. She is serving a 35-year sentence at the maximum-security U.S. Disciplinary Barracks at Fort Leavenworth.

The Afghan Girl – Sharbat Gula video clip activities (teacher’s notes)
Start off the lesson by asking students what they know about Afghanistan. Alternatively, you may like to prompt them with a few recognisable associations (e.g. veil, war, poverty, Talibans) so they might guess the country. Show them the picture of the Afghan Girl and ask if they have heard of her. Older students might have! If they have not, give them a brief outline of the video. Play the video. Students match the words and phrases to create collocations (1-24 go in chronological order). Do not give out the answers, but rather play the clip again for students to check. Explain new words and ask students to retell the story using the given collocations. Discuss any issues arising from the video story, such as determination, courage, poverty, war, remarkable people, women’s rights, international aid, technology advances, etc. If you are doing a grammar point that can be easily applied to any text, such as verb patterns or past tenses, create an exercise and use it as a follow-up activity or set it for homework. It will not only provide your students with yet another chance to have practice at retelling the story and using the challenging vocabulary, but it will also introduce the new grammar point in an implicit way.
